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After using Microsoft’s “Media Center”, Apple’s “Front Row” and other media/music centers, 

while all are good products they are just too complicated and/or time consuming for most people.  

Hence Unicorn FM started as a way to simplify a life style and deliver good commercial free 

music anywhere the Internet is available.  With all the entertainment options on the Internet, it 

soon became apparent there is a need for a simple one-stop entertainment site requiring no setup 

− just point and click.  So, Unicorn FM is in the process of expanding from simply a commercial 

free music site with over 20 hours of music and growing to a one-stop Internet Entertainment 

Window. 
 

Shortly after we sent my original e-mail informing you about our newly created Blog site, in 

early March, a number of unexpected issues arose resulting in moving the site to a new location 

(http://unicornfm.com).  Hopefully, these issues described in the “Latest Unicorn FM Updates” 

section did not cause you to abandon the site.  If so, check out the new site along with its more 

intuitive home page. 
 

 
 

We want to thank those who have given feedback on how much they enjoy the commercial free 

music site.  We are glad you are enjoying the site as the perfect background music, whenever 

you are on the computer or your home entertainment system connected to the Internet. 
 

For those who have given positive feedback, but also say “I do not have time to watch the 

videos,”  Unicorn FM is designed as a simple one-stop Internet entertainment window (portal).  

As such, the music/video section is first and foremost a music site that can be enjoyed no matter 

what.  The video is an extra benefit, but only for those who have time to watch and relax.

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For now, most who watch the video will only enjoy the video on the small computer screen. That 

being said, anything on the Internet can now easily be viewed on the newer flat panel TVs (see 

the first part of the “Here Today” section).  Best of all, with the TV connected to the Internet and 

a stereo or surround sound system, the experience can be phenomenal.  It is now simply quite 

amazing what can be done to improve your entertainment options and possibly eliminate or cut 

your cable bill. 
 

Speaking of entertainment options, Unicorn FM has a “Links to” section.  This section will 

continue to grow as more sites are discovered and reviewed.  But for now, the links will connect 

you easily to the major broadcasters who are making their weekly TV shows available for FREE 

on the Internet with limited commercials.  With limited commercials, an hour TV show can be 

watched in 45 minutes, about the same time it takes to skip the commercials on a DVR.  This 

makes viewing TV shows a pleasant experience again.  
 

One name you may not recognize in the link list is .  This site is collaboration between 

FOX and NBC and includes not only their TV shows, but also a growing selection of FREE 

movies.  Also, be patient when the ABC site loads.  Dependant on your broadband connection 

speed, it could take a minute or so to load.  But, the wait is worth it.  ABC is one of the pioneers 

in this area and has been improving its site for the last two years.  Right now, it probably has the 

best TV show content and user interface. 
 

Another fast exploding entertainment option is the mobile broadband marketplace.  

Unfortunately, the U.S. has fallen far behind the rest of the world in broadband mobile Internet 

access, but we are catching up fast.  Within the next year or so, broadband Wi-Fi will be in all 

forms of transportation and everywhere.  Starting with Sprint’s WiMAX rollout in early summer, 

you will begin to see a big push to expand this mobile marketplace in the U.S.

Latest Unicorn FM Updates and Issues: 
 

¶ With the addition of the different music categories, it may be of interest for you to see 

the latest breakdown of the music enjoyed by you and your friends.  Be assured, you 

are not being tracked.  The report is a simple breakdown of the total hits to Unicorn 

FM’s different websites – no different than a gate counter at an event as people enter. 
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¶ Yet to be Completed: Unicorn FM is in the process of incorporating the last forty years of 

“Billboard’s Top 100” music lists.  So far, 1966 through 1972, 1974 and 1979 have been 

completed.  Still to be added is music from the remaining 70’s, along with all the 80’s, 90’s and 

2001 to 2008. 
 

With all the music/video being incorporated, sometimes some inappropriate video may slip through.  If 

you see any video that is NOT “PG”, please e-mail support@unicornfm.com. 

 

¶ Unexpected Issue: Given Google’s, “Blogger” and “You Tube” reputation, it was surprising to 

encounter issues with the Blogger web hosting service.  For the three week period Unicorn FM 

was using Blogger, it continually went down.  The last straw was when Blogger implemented a 

product and bug fix upgrade.  As soon as the upgrade was implemented, all Blogger sites 

promptly became unavailable or were so slow they were unusable.  This lasted for more than a 

day.  To add to the frustration, there were a lot of postings on the Internet that indicated since 

Google took over Blogger, service interruption is becoming more prevalent.  Therefore, Unicorn 

FM promptly found a new web hosting provider. 
 

Changing webhosting providers had a number of positive results; including Unicorn FM 

receiving it own URL http://unicornfm.com allowing simplifying the home page by incorporating 

graphics. 
 

Another positive result is there seems to be a vast improvement in the playback of the videos - no 

starting and stopping as constantly seen with the Blogger hosting site.  Hopefully, this will keep 

up and all will be smooth sailing from now on. 
 

¶ Remaining Issue: after playing approximately 1 ½ hours of music, “You Tube” pops up a 

message “We’re sorry, this video is no longer available.” in the player screen.  After the message 

appears, no matter which thumbnail (small buttons to the right of the player screen) you click, 

you keep getting the same message.  This is a direct quote from You Tube’s Help site – “For the 

time being, you may want to make one or several shorter playlists instead of one longer one.” 
 

We anticipated this type of issue in the original design of the site and have a simple workaround – 

simply return to Unicorn FM’s Home Page and reselect your favorite music selection button.  

After selecting your favorite, click on the first of the videos thumbnail that could not be found.  

All will go fine for the next 25 or so videos.  Repeat as needed. 
 

It is assumed You Tube will resolve this issue in the near future, but if not, Unicorn FM will need 

to follow You Tube’s recommendation.  This is not difficult to do, but it will add more 

complexity to the website.  We hope additional complexity will not be needed since we are trying 

to keep the site as simple as possible for the touch screen mobile environment.
